Judging will begin
promptly at 8:45 a.m. If you are not in your spot by that time, your entry will
not be judged.

Each entry will be expected
to adhere to directions by parade officials and are required to designate 1
person per every 20 participants to attend the mandatory safety meeting and
receive instructions from La Verne Police Department to ensure the entire
group adheres to ALL safety rules.
